Discover the

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     ñThe single most common finding 
from a half centuryôs research on life 
satisfaction not only from the U.S but 
around the world, is that happiness is 
best predicted by the breadth and 
depth of oneôs social connec-
tions.ò (Robert Putman, Bowling Alone; 
the Collapse and Revival of American 
Communityò, 2000 Simon and Schuster).  
It seems that this sociologist has dis-
covered that God has placed within 
each one of us a desire for community.  
Genesis 2:18 describes how God put a 
desire for community into humans as 
he looked at Adam and said, ñIt is not 
good for man to be alone.ò  Part of 
what it means to be made in Godôs 
image is you have this capacity for 
what might be called connectedness.  
     Paul writes to the Ephesians about 
how they can be connected to the  
Father and then to all Godôs children  
like brothers and sisters.  
   Then he writes, ñYou are being 
rooted and established in love.ò  The 
metaphor is a tree.  A tree puts down 
roots in the ground so that nutrients 
and water are taken in with the result 
that the tree has life because it is 
rooted.  This verse is saying that we 
are rooted in other people by the love 
of God. Our souls get rooted in love in 
other people when you connect with 
somebody. 
     Letôs say you are walking down the 
street and you see somebody you 
know and they smile at you. They look 
in your eyes. They care about you, 
through words, through touch, through 
somebody listening, through prayer 
together, etc.  Whenever there is an 
exchange of genuine caring, it is like 
the roots of your soul are getting fed 
and that is coming up into your being 
and making you strong. Every life has 
to have that connectedness.  
     I want to challenge you to do some-
thing as soon as you read this column.  
I want you to think of people you could 

encourage with a spoken or written 
word. Why?  Because you never know 
how strong that word of encourage-
ment is to another person. 
     I love the story that Helen Mrosia (a 
schoolteacher) writes about: ñIn an 
earlier grade, Iôd taped Markôs mouth 
shut for talking too much in class.  
Now he was one of my students in 
junior high math. 
     His class had worked hard all 
week.  By Friday the students were 
getting cranky.  So, for a break, I 
asked them to write the nicest thing 
they could about each of the other stu-
dents and hand it in.  I compiled the 
results for each student and, on Mon-
day, gave out the lists. 
     Several years later, Mark was killed 
in Vietnam.  After the funeral, most of 
his former classmates gathered with 
Markôs parents and me for lunch.  
Markôs father took a wallet out of his 
pocket.  ñThey found this on Mark 
when he was killed,ò he said.  He care-
fully removed a folded, refolded, and 
taped paper - the one on which Iôd 
listed the good things Markôs class-
mates had said about him. 
     Charlie smiled sheepishly and said, 
ñI keep my list in my desk drawer.ò  
Chuckôs wife said, ñChuck put his in 
our wedding album.ò ñI have mine, 
too,ò Marilyn said, ñin my diary.ò Vicky 
reached into her pocketbook and 
brought out her frazzled list.  (John 
Trent, Choosing to Live the Blessing 
(Waterbrook,1997) 

   There is tremendous power in words 
of blessing.  When you find someone 
doing good today...let them know how 
you appreciate them.  It could be a life 
changing event for them. 
   Every time connection happens, it is 
like something is being poured from 
one soul into another soul, and it has 
the power to heal wounds. 
   I challenge you to use words that 
build community.
