She 
attended college at Grand Canyon Uni-
versity; she is a few hours short of a 
B.S. degree. She has an Associate De-
gree from Rio Salado Community Col-
lege in Fire Science. She worked as a 
fire fighter for four years (not counting 
volunteer time) at the Salt River Pima 
Maricopa Indian Community. An injury 
led to her medical disability but that has 
given her the opportunity to volunteer 
her time. 
     Teri has been active in her commu-
nity. She was the volunteer Head Coach 
of the Girls Cross Country Team at Co-
conino High School in Flagstaff for three 
years. She has served in various ca-
pacities here at Willow Hills Baptist 
Church, including the Kitchen Team, 
India Team Coordinator on the Mission 
Team, working with children on Thurs-
day mornings, VBS and other childrenôs 
events. She has been helping with the 
Youth Sunday School and Youth group 
for the past two years, including accom-
panying the youth to camp. Teri has 
been on short term mission trips to India 
on seven different occasions since 
2006. 
     Teri Ann dated Dan Riester (a police-
man for the Yavapai Indian Tribe) for 
seven years which led to their marriage  
on July 23, 2008. Dan and Teri have a 
passion for the country of India and are 
praying for direction concerning serving 
in India after Danôs retirement.
